Watershed Approach

The watershed approach began in 1996 as a way of coordinating existing regulatory and non-regulatory programs more efficiently and effectively. The Lower Tennessee River Watershed is in the third group of watersheds and has completed the five-year management cycle. 

What is a Watershed Water Quality Management Plan?

It is an inventory of existing information about point and nonpoint contributions to the watershed, a collection of maps illustrating locations of permitted discharges in the watershed, a summary of activities by state & federal agencies and local organizations to reduce these contributions, links to other agencies and water quality programs, and a guide for the next five-year management cycle.
